Processor

Takes raw milk, produce, fish and cattle
and turns them into food products
packaged for consumers.

Machine Operator: Runs processing equip-
ment for product creation and packaging.

Food Safety Inspector: Tests food products
to ensure they are safe for consumption.

Extension Agent
or Specialist

Provides practical information to
farmers and communities on
food-related subjects, from farming
techniques to gardening.

Retailer

Sells foods directly to consumers
(grocery stores, food suppliers,
restaurants).

Transporter

Moves products via truck, train,
ship or other vehicle from one part
of the food system to another.

Farm Trade Associations

Serve on behalf of farmers and the
broader food community through a
number of roles such as education, sales,
communications and marketing to support
U.S. agriculture and promote safe,
nutritious foods.
